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¢ Protect your head. Wear an approved helmet with
face and eye protection.

¢ Age matters. Kids under 16 should not drive an adult
ATV. Follow manufacturers’ recommendations for age
and size. Kids’ level of development puts them at a
higher risk for injury and death on ATVs. Make sure
there is always close, visual, adult supervision.

¢ One rider. Refuse to carry or be a passenger on an ATV
built for one person.

e Zero tolerance. Alcohol, drugs and ATVs don’t mix.
e Get the skills. Take an ATV operator training course.

o Suit up. Wear safety gear including gloves, boots, and
sturdy clothing.
